A Meeting of Distant Worlds - The Alan Lomax Ashiq Records

In the fall of 2004, I first met eminent Azerbaijani ethnom
gist Emine Eldarova in her apartment in Baku. After learning tha
from America, she told me "In 1964 when there was a big Intern
congress in Moscow, an American named Alan Lomax came. Ha
heard of him?" I was very surprised-how had folklorist Alan
famous for his extensive collections of music from the American
South, now housed in the Library of Congress, traveled to a confe
in the USSR at the height of the Cold War? And with all the hus
of people he would have met there, how had he happened to
recorded Azerbaijani ashiqs? Intrigued, I anked Emine Hanim to i
more.

"In August of 1964, I attended the 7th International Congrs

Anthropological and Ethnographic Science in Moscow. I was invi
give a paper there. I took Ashiq Ekber Jafarov and Balaban r
Museyiv Abassov with me. Alan Lomax liked my paper (doklad)
much, and he wanted to record Ashiq Akbar. You know," she conts
me, "at that time we had very bad relations with America, they d
allow us to converse with him very much. We wrote a numbe
zayavlenie so that he would be allowed to record Ashiq Akbar. A
Akbar played for him, and he made the recordings himself." In addi
Emine Hanim told me how later, Alan Lomax had sent both her
Ashiq Akber records, which were his own recordings of American
music, and showed me the postal order with Lomax's signature
address in New York City.

"At that time we had very bad relations with America, T
scared when I received the package...I gave them to the Partkom,
did not take them home with me."

Alan Lomax
(1915-2002) 1s one of
the most important
folklore and music col-
lectors that America
has ever known. Begin-
sung at the age of 18, where he worked with his father to record folk-
somas in the rural South for the Library of Congress, Lomax spent his
¢ collecting music and oral history all over America, presided over the
Aschive of American Folk Song at the Library of Congress, produced
sumourous radio and television shows about folk culture, inspired the
“ofksong revival of the 1960s, and helped launch the careers of blues
simzers Jelly Roll Morton, Leadbelly, Muddy Waters, and many others.

= was a political activist who championed the rights of minorities and
i8¢ poor, and suffered persecution during the anti-communist
“McCarthy" era in the 1950s. He also collected music from Great
Satam, the Caribbean, Italy and Spain, and founded the "Association
‘or Cultural Equity" with the belief that music of all cultures of the
world should be recorded and made available to the public. Lomax was
@warded the National Medal of the Arts in 1986, an honorary doctorate
of philosophy in 2001, and a Grammy Award in 2002 for his life-long
contribution to music. His 70 years of recordings are now housed in the
Library of Congress American Folklife Center. I was amazed at this
connection to this most famous of folklorists, through the intercession
of EMine Eldarova, herself a pioneering musicologist of ashiq music. I
promised myself that I would find the recordings that Lomax had made
m Moscow and bring them to Emine Hanim.

Much to my amazment, the recordings made their way to me
before I was able to look for them. In Baku to record traditional music,
musicologist Theodore Levin met with me and handed me a CD,
explaining to me that it was from the Alan Lomax archive, and had
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\zerbaijani ashiq music on it. Could 1 find out more about the record-
1gs, who the singers were, and what words they were singing?
‘nthusiastically I told him yes, 1 could-and T knew exactly who to ask,
ccause I knew that they must be the same recordings that Emine Hanim
iad told me about.

I took the recordings to Emine Xanim, and she confirmed that
hey were the same recordings-and in fact, she is on the recordings her-
elf, translating Lomax's questions into Azerbaijani, and giving infor-
nation about ashiq art. The recordings were accompanied by notes writ-
en by a Russian scholar who wrote "Nazvaniya pesni ya pitalas razo-
srat ne znaya yakika." He wrote further that the recordings were of
'ashiq Ashkar Jafarov, sasluzhenie artist kakoga-to respublika”. "It is
very good that you brought them to me!" exclaimed Emine Hanim, who
was able to tell me correct information about the artists and the record-
ings, which I now am able to provide to the Alan Lomax archives.

The recording itself is a remarkable historical document, and
record of a rare meeting of worlds, Azerbaijani and American, through
the universal language of music. Emine Hanim had told me that it was a
time when there were a lot of weddings, and it was difficult to get any
ashiq to go with her to Moscow. Fortunatley, Zasluzhenii artisti Akbar
Jafarov and Balabanci Museiv Abbassov did accompany her. They play
three hava for Lomax, who after every hava asked for the words of the
songs, and asked several questions about the music. What seemed to
impress him most was the singing style.

"Tell him that its one of the most beautiful things I've ever heard in
my life" Lomax says to his translator on the recording. "He has this very
high sweet voice like I have never heard before. Ask him if that is the
way that the best singers sing in Azerbaijan"

"It is the manner of singing, it is the ashiq art." Emine Hanim
explained to Lomax, "Not everyone can be an ashiq."

"I'd like to know who taught him to sing" asks Lomax, in another
place.

"My ustad was Ashiq Qadr Ismailov" answered Jafaffarov.

"Ask him how the teacher enables him to sing in that voice" Lomax
continued.

"Ele-beyle" laughs Jafoarrov, and Emine Hanim explained the tra-

ditional process by which the ustad teaches the shagird.
